Periwinkle is the main brand colour found in the web app. 
The gradients act as a secondary colour, being a highlight or accent colour.

Pink is the tertiary colour, used only for certain accents.



The gradients are always a combination of PERIWINKLE & PINK, or 
PERIWINKLE-LIGHT & PINK-LIGHT, never a mix of the darker and lighter 
colours. The gradients are linear and diagonally angled.

To support the friendly visual identity of Flock, the 
icons were created in a filled, rounded style. There are 
no sharp edges. 
The social icons(heart, comment, share etc) are the 
exception with an outlined variation allowing for the 
filled variation to indicate interaction or focus/hover 
states.



Icons should be created within a 30x30px frame with 
padding of 2px all around. I used a circle to help me 
maintain the spacing with the irregularly shaped 
icons.

Guidelines for Icons:

Solid and rounded edges.

Stroke: 2px for icons 16px or larger, 1.5px for icons 15px or smaller.

Corner Radius: 2px for icons 16px or larger, 1px for icons 15px or smaller.

Padding: 2px minimum

Colours: Black(#1A1A1A) for light-mode, White (#FFFFFF) for dark-mode, Accented with pink(#FF91B6) 
Exceptions: Add image icon can also have the gradient implemented instead of a solid colour. Not to be a 
common use.

We want to 
highlight diversity and coming together to grow/learn. The undertone should communicate that it doesn’t need 
to be boring or a lonely endeavour to study but you could gain insights from each other while finding a space 
within a community.

The illustrations should always use the brand colours. They should always be people focused and stray from 
showing someone “alone”. 

Imagery is mainly for user generated 
content and their profiles.
